Chinese art:

1. Army of the First Emperor of Qin in pits next to his burial mound, Lintong, China, Qin dynasty, ca. 210 BCE.  Painted terracotta, average figure 5’10 7/8 high.  

2. Funeral banner, from Tomb 1 (tomb of Dai), Mawangdui, China, Han dynasty, ca. 168 BCE.  Painted silk, 6’ 8 3/4  x 3 ¼. 

3. Shakyamini and Prabhutartna, Northern Wei dynasty, 518.  Gilded bronze, 10 ¼” high. 

4. Vairocana Buddha, disciples, and bodhisattvas, Longmen Cavesm Luoyang, China, Tang dynasty, completed 675.  Buddha, approx. 44’ high.

5. Paradise of Amitabha, Cave 172, Dunhuang, China, Tang dynasty, mid eighth century. Wall painting, approx. 10’ high.  

6. Neighing Horse, Tang dynasty, 8th to 9th century.  Glazed earthenware, 1’8” high. 

7. Meiping vase, from Xiuwi, China, Northern Song period,  12th century.  Stoneware, Cizhou type, with sgraffito decoration.  1’ 7 1/2” high.  

8. Fogang Si Pagoda, Yingxian, China, Liao dynasty, 1056.

9. Zhou Jichang, Arhats Giving Alms to Beggars, Southern Song period, 1184.  Ink and colors on silk, 3’8” x 1’9”.  

10. Shen Zhou, Lofty Mount Lu, Ming dynasty 1467.  Hangings scroll, ink and color on paper.  6’4 ½”x 3’ 2 5/8”.  

11. Dong Qichang, Dwelling in the Qingbian Mountains, Ming dynasty, 1617.  Hanging scroll, ink on paper, 7’3 ½”x2’2 ½”.

12. Ye Yushan and others, Rent Collection Courtyard (detail of larger tableau), Dayi, China, 100 yards long with life-size figures.  

13. Xu Bing, A Book from the Sky, 1988.  Installation at Chazen Museum of Art, University of Wisconsin, Madison, 1991.  Movable-type prints and books.  

Korean Art:
14. Crown, from north mound of tomb 98, Hwangnamdong, near Kyongju, Korea, Three Kingdoms period, fifth to sixth century.  Gold and jade, 10 3/4” high.  

15. Shakyamuni Buddha, at entrance to cave temple, Sokkuram, Korea, Great Silla, 751-774. Granite, approx. 11’ high.  

16. Maebyong vase, Koryo period, ca. 918-1000.  Celadon with inlaid decoration, 1’ 4 ½” tall. 

17. Namdaemun, Seoul, South Korea, Choson dynasty, first guilt in 1398.  

18. Chong Son, Kumgang Mountains, Choson dynasty, 1734.  Hanging scroll, ink and colors on paper, 4’3 ½”x1’11 ¼”. 

19. Song Su-Nam, Summer Trees, 1983.  Ink on paper, 2’ 1 5/8”.
