2. Main hall, Ise shrine, Ise, Mie Prefecture, Japan as rebuilt in 1993.  

3. Tori Busshi, Shaka triad, Horyuji kondo, Nara Japan, Asuka period, 623. Bronze, 5’ 9 ½” high.  

4. Yakushi triad, Yakushiji kiondo, Nara, Japan, Early Nara (Hakuho) period, late seventh or early eighth century.  Bronze, central figure 8’4” high.

7. Taizokai (womb World of Ryokai Mandara, Kyoogokokuji, (Toji), Kyoto, Japan, Early Heian period, second half of ninth century.  Hanging scroll, color on silk, 6’ x 5’ 5/8”.  

8. Phoenix Hall, Byodoin, Uji, Japan, Heian, period 1053.  

9. Detail of the Flying Storehouse, from The Legends of Mount Shigi,  Late Heian period, late 12th century. Handscroll, ink and colors on paper,  1’ ½” high.  

10. Night attack of the Sanjo Palace, Kamakura period, 13th century.  Handscroll, ink and colors on paper,  1’ 4 ¼” high.  Complete scroll, 22’ 10” long.
