Rollover Images

A rollover image is an image that will change when the user puts their mouse over the image.  The most common type of rollover image is a button.  

In order to create a rollover image in Dreamweaver, you need two images.   You need and image for the “Original Image” and an image for the “Rollover Image”.  

Assignment-Rollover
There is an example of the finished product on “The Web Site”.  Open it up and take a look at it.  You will create something similar.  It is not going to be the exact same thing.
Create a folder named rollover in your server file.  In the rollover folder create another folder and name it images.  Inside the images folder create another folder and name it buttons.  Open Dreamweaver and create a new site named Rollover_your period number.  Make the root folder for that site the rollover folder you just created.
Creating Images


The first things we are going to create are the buttons.  We are going to create 5 buttons to place in a web page.  You will do this in Fireworks.  Each button is going to be 100 px wide and 25 px high. We will create the up state for the first button, Actor/Actress. Type in the text and add some effects to it.
Use the Align palette (if not showing use Window to Align to show it) to make sure the button is centered on the canvas.  Make sure the text is selected and that the To Canvas button is pressed (#1).  Then hit the center horizontal button (#2) and the center vertical button (#3).  This will center your text both horizontal and vertical to the canvas.
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When you finish creating the up state, export the button as a gif file (name it actor_up). Save that image in buttons folder for your rollover site. Then make a change to the text color, I chose to make it grey.  Add a glow effect (effects area of the properties palett). Then export the image again as a gif file (name it actor_over).  

Now you can change the text and repeat the process for the other four buttons.  Make sure you center the text each time you change the button text.  When you are finished, you should have ten images, an up and an over for each button, in your buttons folder.  You then want to save the original file as button_org (file to save).  This will save it as a png file so if we need to come back and recreate another button or fix one, we can use the original file.
While still in Fireworks, create the banner (740 px x 100 px).  Export the banner into the images folder.  Be sure to save the original png file as banner_org.  We should be done with Fireworks.  You can close it.

Page Creation

Next create your index page (index.htm), actor/actress page (actor.htm), automobile page (auto.htm), movie page (movie.htm), food page (food.htm), team page (team.htm).  You should have a total of 6 pages in your website now.

Open the index page, don’t forget to add a title.  Create a seven row, two column table.  The table is 750 px wide.  Merge the top two cells and put your title banner in the cell.  Make each of the next 5 rows 25 px high and 100 px wide.  You will find the height and width is set in the H and W boxes on the properties panel.  These rows are where you will put your rollover images.  Do not specify a height for the last row.  If you leave the height blank, it should widen to fill in what is left.  This will keep our other rows from changing height as the content is added into the center cell.  If they do, drag the row that widens back to it’s original height.
Merge all the second columns into one large cell.  Your final table should have the following structure:

Place the title banner image into the top row of the table.  
Put your cursor in the first cell of the second row.  Select Insert to Interactive Images to Rollover Images.  You should get the following menu:
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Name your image (actor, auto, movie, food, team).  For the Original Image select the browse button and browse to the up graphic.  For the Rollover Image select the browse button and browse to the over graphic.  For the Alternate Text type in some text to describe the button if the image does not show.  For When Clicked, Go To URL select the browse button and find the page you want to open when the person clicks the button.  Click OK and the button should be inserted.  Preview it in the browser to make sure it works.  

Repeat the process for each of the other buttons.  When you have finished all the buttons, save the file.  Make any changes to text, link, and background color now.  

Because we do not want to have to repeat this process for each of the other pages, we are going save this page five times.  Choose File to Save As and save it over your actor, auto, movie, team, and food files.  
Now you have to create each of the pages content.  You decide what you want to put in the pages.  All content will go into the center area.  Make sure you save all images to the images folder.
For the index page, I created an image map.  Give this a try.
