· Everything you turn in will be returned to you with a number of points or a percentage assigned.  The number of points possible is the same on every thing you do for this class
· Homework will be worth 20% of your overall grade

· Quizzes will be worth 20% of your overall grade

· I will use this point scale to calculate your grade.
