Example 1

Draft 1: Mrs. Gerber wrote a letter to the editor of a Jewish Newspaper about her photo in the paper and her grandma’s reaction.
REvision:  Mrs. Gerber REvisioned the piece as a series of emails from my grandma telling her about discovering her picture in the paper.  Changes: Point-of-view, narrative voice (tone) AND change in writing genre/style

Example 2:
Draft 1:  A first-person narrative about her husband trying to put together an entertainment system and at one point compared him to her autistic uncle putting together a puzzle

REvision: A poem about her uncle putting together a puzzle, comparing him to her grandmother knitting.  Changes: Narrative voice (tone) AND change in writing genre/style

· Uses Imagery – address the senses with rich language, concrete description, and details, details, details. You  SHOW don’t tell  -- capture moments

· Demonstrates awareness of voice, tone, emotion, movement, emphasis

· Contains Unique connections: similes, metaphors, personification

· Shows Organization—piece should flow and have purpose…the piece shouldn’t trail off subject 

· Uses Strong, unique words that ‘spice things up,’ and set the tone and mood 

· Communicates and connects with audience

· Has personality… it’s not boring… and there’s meaning. No meaning, what’s the point?

· No “it” or vague language (a lot, sort of, there is…).  This kind of language will 
make an “A” impossible.
