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Q & As
1. What is a shareable draft, and how long does it need to be?  
· A shareable draft is 1.5-2 pages of typed, double-spaced, original writing. (That means you produced it.)
2. Can the writing be assignments from other classes?

· The writing should be new, original work that you've created.

3.  What can I write about?

· Sometimes I will assign a particular style or theme, but other times you can write about ANYTHING you want: fiction (made-up) or non-fiction (real). 

4. How can I write my shareable draft?

· You can write in any form you want…. a screen play, a diary-entry, a persuasive essay, a formal essay, a creative story … the options are endless.
5.  Will we have time to write in class?

· Nope, sorry. Shareable drafts must be created on your own time outside of class. 
6.  Can I go print my draft at the start of the hour?

· NO. You will NOT be able to print the draft at the start of the hour. You have to have it with you, or you won't be able to participate, and you won't get credit.

7.  Will anyone else read it?

· Yes.  You will be in a peer-edit group with the same 3-4 people for the rest of the year.  On Fridays, you'll sit with your group and take part in peer-edits where you'll ask questions about the writing and then reflect.

8. Is it worth points?

· Yes.  You'll get points for producing the writing, though the writing itself won't be graded when it's in the form of a draft. You'll also get credit for reading others' papers.  Eventually, you’ll pick a draft to revise.
