Historical Connections: Fact vs. Fiction

Read the note from the playwrights to students. The play is a dramatic and exaggerated version

of the events of the trial, and will hopefully raise questions about what really did happen.
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In February 1925, Tennessee enacted a bill introduced

by John Butler making it unlawful "to teach any theory

that denies the story of divine creation as taught by the

Bible and to teach instead that man was descended

from a lower order of animals."

John Scopes was accused of violating this law

because he assigned classroom readings about

Charles Darwin’s Theory of Evolution from the textbook

used by his school, the same text used by many other

schools in Tennessee. There was no question that he

was guilty of this charge, in fact, Scopes was a willing

participant in an organized effort to call attention to the

law, and to bring the trial to the town of Dayton for

publicity. Scopes was found guilty, and the publicity

effort succeeded.

The trial that took place July 10-21, 1925 at the Rhea

County Courthouse played host to a major media event

that polarized public sentiment and fueled imaginations

well beyond the town’s borders. The opposing

lawyers, William Jennings Bryan and Clarence Darrow

were national celebrities and masters of oratory and

argument. Media accounts at the time embellished the

facts, creating larger-than-life personalities who

symbolized a conflict between faith vs. intellectualism.

Ultimately the debate moved through judicial and

legislative processes to change Tennessee Law,

reversing the Butler Act.

• What symbols of small town life would you choose to include in an illustration or a stage set? After viewing Inherit the Wind, describe how the town of Hillsboro was portrayed.


Media & the Power of the Message

We are constantly bombarded with attempts to influence our opinions, buying habits and voting decisions. Walk around your school or neighborhood and make notes about the types of signs, banners and billboards you see. What is the message? What do you think makes an effective sign? Design a billboard or banner that presents an issue that is

important to you. Try to influence public opinion using few words.


The Power of Words

Debate involves the clash or competition of ideas and evidence, and can help us better understand ideas. Skills at presenting effective and ethical arguments come into use in many

life circumstances, not just with lawyers in courtrooms.

Discuss situations in which a person must agree or disagree.

Examples: voting for a political party, negotiating a business deal, jury duty, helping a friend stop smoking.

How do you present your argument?

We are affected by how others argue or present their thoughts

and beliefs to us. Think about how a politician, a TV

advertisement, a salesperson and a minister might try to convince

us of something. What techniques are used?

Stage a debate in the classroom about a topic relevant and

appropriate to your students.

1. Why do the playwrights include the explanatory note at the beginning of the play stating that the themes of their play are timeless and universal? HOW is this play an ALLEGORY? (Remember, the characters and events can symbolize or represent other issues).  Could something like the Scopes trial happen today?  Provide examples if you think so. 

2. What message does this play send about the power of the individual to change society?  WHO does Cates change and HOW does he change them?  Provide specific examples of the changes Cates inspires throughout the story.  Have you ever felt like Cates (Scopes)?  What did you do?  Did you choose to stand up for your beliefs?  (look at conversations between Drummond and Cates, especially the “Golden Dancer” story)

3. Drummond and Brady are very different lawyers.  Compare and Contrast the two men, how they are welcomed into the town, their beliefs, and their styles in the courtroom.  Who do YOU think is the ultimate winner? HOW does this person go about “winning” the case?  

4. How is the title significant to the play?  Who first utters those famous words and why?  Provide the different meanings of the biblical quote and explain what it means to the play overall.  Why is this an important lesson for many of the characters to learn?

5.  Discuss the “before and after” of these characters.  What are they like before the trial, or even during the trial?  How do they change as a result of the trial?  (Bert Cates, Rachel, and Brady).

Key Characters


Bertram Cates – The schoolteacher on trial for teaching evolution in biology class. (The John Scopes character).


Rachel Brown – Cates’ girlfriend and fellow teacher. Also the daughter of Rev. Brown.


Rev. Jeremiah Brown – Popular Christian authority of the town who preaches fundamental values.


E.K. Hornbeck – The cynical journalist reporting for the Baltimore Herald. (The


H.L. Mencken character.)


Matthew Harrison Brady – A three time presidential candidate and well-known speaker and champion of the people. He comes to Hillsboro to serve as prosecuting attorney in the trial. (The William Jennings Bryan character.)


Henry Drummond – A leading attorney, considered to be a faithless trickster by the people of Hillsboro. He serves as defense attorney. (The Clarence Darrow character.)








Clarence Darrow


(1857-1938)


Clarence Darrow worked as defense counsel in many widely publicized trials. He was notable as a defender of the underdog and civil rights. He was a distinguished speaker on agnosticism, liberalism, free thought and humanism. Clarence Darrow was born on April 18, 1857, near Kinsman, Ohio. He attended Allegheny College and the University of Michigan briefly before being admitted to the Ohio bar in 1878 at the age of 21. In 1887 he moved to Chicago, where he soon was appointed city corporation counsel and later the general attorney for the Chicago and Northwestern Railroad. He resigned this position in 1895 to defend Eugene V. Debs, president of the American Railway Union, and other union leaders who had been arrested on a federal charge of contempt of court over difficulties arising out of the Pullman strike of 1894. 


Through this trial Darrow established a national reputation as a labor and criminal lawyer. In 1902 President Theodore Roosevelt appointed him an arbitrator in the Pennsylvania anthracite coal strike. In 1907 he secured the acquittal of labor organizer William D. "Big Bill" Haywood for the murder of former Idaho governor Frank Steunenberg. After World War I he


defended war protesters charged with violating state sedition laws. The two most famous trials in which he participated took place in the 1920s. The first of these trials was the notorious Leopold-Loeb murder case of 1924. He saved Nathan Leopold and Richard Loeb from execution—but not from prison--for the murder of 14-year-old Robert Franks. In July 1925 Darrow defended high school teacher John T. Scopes, who was charged with violating Tennessee law by teaching evolution.


He gained notoriety for moving, 11 hour closing arguments presented without notes. He made his cases important by tying the fate of one lonely persecuted outcast into the entire notion of America and humanity and freedom - that we might challenge our fears and actually try to live the dreams of equality by realizing that we are all brothers.


His fame did not decline over the years: in the 1970s his


life was the subject of a one-man stage production


starring Henry Fonda. He died in Chicago on March 13,


1938.

William Jennings Bryan (1860-1925)


Gifted orator and three-time presidential candidate, Bryan was


born on March 19, 1860, in Salem, Illinois. Trained as a lawyer, Bryan never abandoned his Midwestern values. His deeply held religious beliefs and his consistent defense of the ordinary


American earned him the moniker "the Great Commoner."


After serving just two terms in the House of Representatives, Bryan


reached the pinnacle of his political career. In 1896, Bryan


defeated incumbent president Grover Cleveland to win the Democratic party nomination for president. Just thirty-six, Bryan managed to attract the support of mainstream Democrats as well as disaffected third party Populists and Free Silverites. His moving "Cross of Gold" speech, delivered prior to his nomination, lambasted Eastern monied classes for supporting the gold standard at the expense of the average worker. Bryan's stance, directly opposing conservative Grover Cleveland, united splintered Democrats and won the handsome "Boy Orator of the Platte" the nomination.


Bryan logged more than 18,000 miles while visiting 27 states in the campaign of 1896. The unpopularity of the incumbent party combined with the Republican candidate's well-filled war chest, catapulted William McKinley into the White House, by a margin of 271 to 176 in the electoral college. Still, Bryan 's following was large enough to result in two additional runs for president. Bryan lost again to McKinley in 1900 and to William Howard Taft in 1908. Although he never won an election after 1892, Bryan wielded considerable influence. After helping Woodrow Wilson secure the Democratic nomination in 1912, he served as secretary of state. A committed pacifist, Bryan resigned his position as the nation approached World War II.











Although he moved to a large home in Florida, Bryan


never retired. During the final years of his life he was


extremely active in religious organizations, and by the


1920s, Bryan was among America's most outspoken


critics of the Theory of Evolution. His participation in the


famous 1925 Scopes Trial served as a capstone to his


career. Bryan was exhausted by the trial especially his


examination at the hands of Clarence Darrow who, in an


unusual move, called Bryan to the stand. Although Bryan


prevailed at the trial, he died just five days after its


conclusion.

Logos – Those derived from true or


probable argument.
