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This will be a project that you’ll never forget—a writing portfolio that will capture people, events, writing masterpieces, and items of your past and present that you’ll always want to remember. It will be due Friday, May 18th, no exceptions!  As we enter 4th Quarter, I may alter this date to accommodate our schedule at the time, but it won’t change more than a week from the provided date.  In order to complete this project successfully, you must begin now. Every time you get something handed to you, put it in your binder right away. Let’s take a look at the requirements…
Requirements:
· You’ll have a table of contents, an introduction letter, a reVISION, a section of papers with one revision (highlight changes), a section of handouts, and an epilogue. 

· Table of Contents: Includes a list of all your sections and their titles to organize your book. 
· Must be in a 3 ring binder with tabs and decorated with pictures, color, memorabilia, etc.  
· reVISION:  One of your current masterpieces must be turned totally revamped.  You must look at this piece in a whole new way.  You can turn it into a different form, perspective, or style.  (Write the piece from someone else’s eyes; write it from two perspectives; create a screen play, etc.)
· Your section of masterpieces should include anything that you type for class.  * You must have graded pieces.  Keep them in the order that they are handed back to you in class.
