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This will be a project that you’ll never forget—a writing portfolio that will capture people, events, writing masterpieces, and items of your past and present that you’ll always want to remember. It will be due Monday, May 19th, no exceptions!  In order to complete this project successfully, you must begin now. Every time you get something handed to you, put it in your binder right away. Let’s take a look at the requirements…
Requirements:
· You’ll have a table of contents, an introduction letter, a section of the past, a section of handouts, a section of final papers, and an epilogue. 

· Table of Contents: Includes a list of all your sections and their titles to organize your book. 
· Must be in a 3 ring binder with tabs and decorated with pictures, color, memorabilia, etc.  
· reVISION:  One of your current masterpieces must be turned into a totally revamped piece.  You must look at this piece in a whole new way.  You can turn it into a different form, perspective, or style.  (Write the piece from someone else’s eyes; create a screen play, change the style, etc.)

What are some of your final feelings as you finish compiling the writing portfolio?  How have you grown as a writer?  
	

	Hand-outs Section
	A collection of all the informative handouts that I’ve given you.  Anything from description, to narrative, to essay writing, to techniques, to MLA sheets, and anything else that would be helpful to have down the road.

	Include pieces from your past English classes.

	All of your ORIGINAL (with teacher comments) finished papers from this class should be in this section labeled and in this order.

Any changes to revised papers should be highlighted, include original and revised copies. You may use some of your shareable drafts here.
	

	REQUIRED LAST CHAPTER--"At Last, I'm a Senior!"
(1-2 pages)
	Write a reflection of your senior year so far--sitting for your senior portrait, choosing graduation invitations, getting measured for cap and gown, having a locker by yourself and your own parking spot! How did it feel to go through all those "lasts"--last time for summer reading ((), last pep rally, last football or basketball game (or other sport)? Was it everything you expected or a little different? How did YOU treat this year's freshmen? What are you feeling now as you get ready to embark on a new chapter of your life?   IDEA: Have one or both of your parents write a brief reflection of the past twelve years and/or have a teacher write a memory to put in your book (in addition to what you write).  Include a section on "If I Could Live My Life Over Again, I would..." or "Why I Would Not Change Anything about My Life.”
