Course Expectations

1. Attendance – Each student is expected to attend class on a daily basis.  Part of this course is made up of a lab therefore it will be rather difficult to make up the work if attendance is poor.  It is the responsibility of the student to find out what work was missed for each day absent!  Students will have as many days as they are absent to make up missed assignments or labs.  Failure to make up work will result in a “0” for that particular assignment or lab.  Attendance is essential for this course!

2. Tardies – Each student is considered late for class if they are not in the room when the bell rings.  Exceptions to this rule will be passes issued by other teachers or administration.

4. Textbooks – A classroom set is available for students to use while in class.  Individual textbooks will be issued for each student to take home.  The books are brand new and are not to be written in!!!  Please do not lose your individual book – take it home or keep it in your locker.  You will need your book as a reference for homework, studying, and projects.

5. Homework Assignments – The majority of work is completed in class.  Occasional written and/or project assignments are given for homework.  Grades are kept on a total point value.  The scale is listed below.

6. Attire – You will be working on the floor, at a small table, and possibly with messy art materials.  Please wear appropriate clothing that is not “revealing” in any way, shape, or form.  Wear comfortable clothes and be careful not to wear expensive stuff on days that we will be using messy art materials.
7. Final Exam – The semester exam is comprehensive.  Students will receive a study guide prior to the final exam and will have time in class to fill them out and ask questions.  All students MUST attend on the day of the final or they will FAIL by default.

8. Student Materials – You must have your binder with you each day.  You are also expected to bring a pencil, pen and paper to class on a daily basis.  These materials will NOT be provided to those that forget them.
