Late and Missed Work:

All assignments are due at the beginning of the class period on the due date.  After that moment, the grade goes down ten percent for each day late.  However, once the assignment is returned to the class (usually one to two days), the late assignment is worth nothing.

All missed work due to an excused absence must be made up within two days.
