Strategy:  I-Format

This strategy is best for readings that:

· Focus on one specific idea or topic.

· Contain multiple important details.

To use this strategy effectively, you should:

· Record the reading’s main idea or topic in the circle at the top of the page.  (Ex:  “The 1960 Election”)

· Note important details from the reading that relate to the main idea in the rectangle in the middle of the page.  (Ex:  “Candidates-Nixon and Kennedy)

· Summarize the reading in one to two sentences on the lines at the bottom of the page.  (Ex:  Although Kennedy had many disadvantages in the 1960 election such as his age and his religion, he was ultimately victorious because of his superior skills in the first televised debates.)

Use the note sheet below as a guide when using the I-Format strategy.
