Strategy:  Problem/Solution/Outcome
This strategy is best for readings that:

· Discuss several problems or conflicts, as well as how they were overcome.

· Are longer, and therefore need your own personal organization.
To use this strategy effectively, you should:
· Record the title or topic of the reading at the top of the page.

· In the left hand column, list any problems or conflicts that are suggested in the reading.

· In the middle column, list the solutions that are proposed or enacted in response to the problems listed in the left hand column.

· In the right hand column, list the outcome, or lasting effect, of the problems and solutions previously recorded.

*NOTE:  This strategy can also be used with the terms Cause/Effect/Outcome.
