Strategy:  Thinking Operations Model
This strategy is best for readings that:

· Require in-depth analysis.

· Challenge you to form your own opinion and/or choose a side.

· Leave you with more questions and/or ideas when you’ve finished reading.

· Discuss one subject/main idea.
To use this strategy effectively, you should:

· Record the title or main topic at the top of the page.

· Pause often to consider what you’ve read or thought about as you’ve read and what category on your chart that information fits under.

· Using the “Cues,” record important information in the proper boxes on the chart that will ultimately lead you to make a decision about the topic you’ve read or continue to ask more questions.

Hints for each box:

· Remembering: Small, concrete details.

· Relating:  Your thoughts and ideas while reading.

· Reasoning/Understanding:  Provide evidence and make a decision.

· Reorganizing/Synthesizing:  Your thoughts and ideas after reading.
