Strategy:  Two Column Notes
This strategy is best for readings that:

· Contain multiple sections, main ideas, and/or topics.

· Contain multiple details within each section, main idea, and/or topic.

· Are longer and therefore require your own form organization.
To use this strategy effectively, you should:

· Record the main topic or title of the reading at the top of the page.  (Ex:  “Important Events of the Civil Rights Movement”)

· In the left hand column, list the main ideas within the reading.  (Ex:  “Brown vs. Board of Education, Montgomery Bus Boycott, SNNC”)

· In the right hand column, list the important details that correspond with the main ideas of the reading.  (Ex:  “Reversed Plessy v. Ferguson, started with actions of Rosa Parks, movement of college students”)
Use the note sheet below as a guide when using the Two Column Notes strategy. 
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
