· maintain an assignment notebook for all of my classes.  I will write down assigned work on a daily basis for all of classes and bring the assignment notebook to Guided Study Hall every day.
· bring course work to Guided Study Hall each day.  For any assignment listed in the assignment notebook I will either bring the completed work or the materials necessary to complete the work.

· review my grades for my class with my GSH teacher at least once per week to assess my progress.

· maintain an environment  in GSH that is conducive to quality  work and study.

If I do not comply with these expectations on a repeated basis, I will be referred to my guidance counselor who may choose to revoke my GSH privileges.  If I lose this privilege I may be placed in a traditional attendance-based study hall.
